BROTHER SUN &  SISTER WATER  
“Praise to you for Brother Sun . . . praise to you for Sister Water,” St. Francis of Assisi, prayed as 
he was going blind and near death.  The beauty of God’s creation was shining for him more than 
ever. His words are used as an invitation by Pope Francis for the human family today to 
recognize that we are one with the family of all creation.  May we recognize that we humans do 
not live over creation, but in familial relationship with what God has made.  May we live 
respectfully, ever searching to learn more and more of the natural world. May we live in 
gratitude and awe, recognizing and celebrating beauty and art.  
As part of the city’s calendar of Tricentennial arts activities, URBAN-15 has “Hidden Histories,” 
shown on the first Monday of each month at 7 pm, a magazine-format video series that pursues 
and preserves the stories, lives, and places that make San Antonio an inspiring cultural treasure.  
“El Ojo del Agua: Sacred Springs, Sacred Stories,” stories, music, and dance inspired by San 
Antonio’s sacred headwaters where diverse peoples have come for over 10,000 years.  The Blue 
Hole from which springs have merged is within the Headwaters at Incarnate Word is a 53-acre 
nature sanctuary in San Antonio, a non-profit adjacent to the University of the Incarnate Word. 
 In the last two decades people have been again appreciating forgotten solar illuminations in 
missions built by the Franciscans.
